3 Matches of 20 shots for record.  



Match 1 will have 5 sighting shots and a time limit of 25 minutes.



Matches 2 and 3 will have 2 sighting shots and a time limit of 22 minutes.



Match 1 – Relay 1&2 will shoot then pit change.  Relay 3&4 will shoot.



Match 2 – Relay 3&4 will shoot then pit change.  Relay 1&2 will shoot.



Match 3 – Relay 1&2 will shoot then pit change.  Relay 3&4 will shoot.



Match 4 – Aggregate Score of Matches 1, 2 and 3.

The program is limited to 32 shooters.  All shooters will pull targets.

Awards:
Match 4 - Plaques will be awarded to Aggregate Winners in F-Open, F-T/R and Any/Any provided there are 5 or more competitors in their respective rifle category.  In the event there are fewer than 5 competitors in a rifle category, the Aggregate Winner will receive an Aggregate Medal.  


Medals will be awarded for Winners of Matches 1, 2 and 3 in each rifle category.
Eligibility:
Any individual familiar with safe firearms handling, rules and/or practices and who supports the right for citizens to keep and bear arms is welcome.  NRA membership is strongly encouraged, but not a requirement to compete.  FORBES membership is strongly encouraged as well.
