RANGE NOTICES
1. When driving on Range Rd.  please try to stay on the crushed rock (unless someone is coming the other way, obviously).

2. When range is open, the 600 yard firing line, 600 yard road and 600 yard gate are to be used on Thursdays only. 
3. Practice at the 300-yard line must take place between firing point one and five, with cars parked behind point one.
4. The electronic gate at Watervliet is to be used to access the range at all times, unless the 600-yard line is being used.  
5. No shooting should take place at the range before 8:00 a.m.
All members must sign in and out.
SMALLBORE LEAGUE

Forbes’ small-bore team closed the year with a 10-5 record tied with Iroquois.  Forbes won 3 out of its 5 matches against Iroquois so the teams overall performance against the first place team was more than indicated by the tie in the overall record.  So far this year the team has fielded 20 members who have participated 4 matches or more.  The “team” for each match consists of the five top shooters for that match, so on any given night any member can make the “team”.  Fifteen league matches alternate between home (Watervliet’s indoor range) and away: Coxsackie, Iroquois (Rotterdam) and Pine Tree (Johnstown).  The match consists of 30 record shots and unlimited sighters at 50’; 10 each in prone, sitting/kneeling, and offhand with a 40-minute time limit.  New shooters are always welcome and lack of experience is no bar.  Check out Forbes’ website for next year’s schedule and contacts.

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IN MEMORIAM


To Julian B. Alfonso, Life Member, Past President and Director of Forbes.





Julian passed away on Sunday March 20th at the age of 77. 


Julian was a 23-year veteran of the New York City Police Department having served most of his honored career in the 43rd Precinct in the Bronx.  He was also a 43 year veteran of the New York State Army National Guard and will be best remembered for his long time position as 1st Sergeant of Charlie Company 1st of 69th Infantry regiment (“Fighting 69th” of the famed Irish Brigade), 42nd Infantry Division.  This past St. Patrick’s Day marked the first time in 64 years that Julian missed marching in the New York City St. Patrick’s Day Parade with his unit.  He was an extremely accomplished marksman and armorer, having served for many years as the Captain of the New York State Army National Guard Rifle Team, leading the team to the National Championship in 1978.  A mentor, teacher and faithful friend to hundreds, his influence and contributions will endure.
