Watervliet Fish and Game Protective Association (WFGPA) 
 

While Forbes and WFGPA grounds are distinctly separate, they are adjacent to each other 
and access to either requires crossing the premises of the other.  A cooperative agreement 
has existed between the clubs for over 60 years to ensure that each club can access and 
enjoy their own facilities.  To maintain our obligations under the agreement and avoid 
unnecessary problems, we are reminding all members of the following: 
 

• As a Forbes member you can pass through WFGPA to access our grounds. 
However, unless you are also a WFGPA member you may not utilize their range 
facilities.  See the smallbore section below for indoor range use exceptions. 

• Drive slowly and cautiously on all club roadways and through parking lots. 

• No firing is allowed before 8:00AM 

• Do not park on WFGPA property, including their back-range area near our 300-
yard gate 

• They are our neighbors – please be courteous

Range Open for Winter 
 

The range will remain open for the entire Winter, weather permitting and barring any 
unforeseen complications. Members must park ONLY on Forbes and NOT on Watervliet 
F&G property, regardless of snow conditions. Snow plowing by Forbes will not be provided. 
 

Smallbore League 
 

The smallbore league is already underway, and it’s not too late to join in the fun. Fifteen 
league matches alternate between home (Watervliet’s indoor range) and away: Iroquois 
(Rotterdam) and Pine Tree (Johnstown). The matches are held on Friday evenings and 
consist of 30 record shots and unlimited sighters at 50’; 10 each in prone, sitting/kneeling 
and offhand with a 40-minute time limit.  New shooters are always welcome, and lack of 
experience is no bar. The Watervliet indoor range is also open to any Forbes member for 
practice on Wednesdays starting at 8:00PM. As a reminder, smoking is not permitted inside 
the WFGPA clubhouse during scheduled matches and alcohol is not allowed on WFGPA 
property.
