Shot Marker 
 

We are looking forward to using the Shot Marker electronic target system for the 2021 
season.  The plan will involve use of club, member and competitor owned equipment.  This 
change will eliminate the risks associated with people being downrange in the pits.  
Participants will need to bring a smart phone or tablet with sufficient power for a full day of 
use and be prepared to assist as needed with the set-up and take down of targets, as well 
as perform scoring during matches.  The paper score cards will be the official record for 
matches (NRA Rule 10.17).  A separate fee of $20 (for one or both days) is to be paid to 
the owner of the Shot Marker system before firing commences during matches.  Those not 
familiar with this system should refer to the manual: 
(https://www.autotrickler.com/uploads/6/3/4/4/63444023/11_-
_shotmarker_manual_apr2020.pdf) and use the system during a Forbes practice day.  Help 
will be available, but we need you to be prepared.  Users will be responsible for paying for 
the replacement of any system components damaged by their shots (Sensor & block $40, 
sensor cables $10, antennae and cable $10).
